Let's Get Clear On What “Saved” Means

Genesis 15:2 The LORD is my strength and my song; he has become my salvation. He is my God, and I will praise him, my father's God, and I will exalt him. 

Romans 3:23 for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, 

Romans 6:23 For the wages (are earned) of sin (evil works) is death, but (in contrast) the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord. 

Ezekiel 18:4 (KJV) Behold, all souls are mine; as the soul of the father, so also the soul of the son is mine: the soul that sinneth, it shall die. 

20: The soul that sinneth, it shall die.
