tactics
, which are concerned with the conduct of an engagement, while strategy is concerned with how different engagements are linked. How a battle is fought is a matter of tactics: the terms and conditions that it is fought on and whether it should be fought at all is a matter of strategy, which is part of the four levels of warfare: political goals or grand strategy, strategy, operations, and tactics.

A tactic is a conceptual action. In military usage, a

military tactic
 is used by a military unit of no larger than a division to implement a specific mission and achieve a specific objective, or to advance toward a specific goal. A tactic is implemented as one or more tasks.

I have become all things to all people, that by all means I might save some. 23I do it all for the sake of the gospel, that I MAY SHARE (aorist middle-subjunctive) with them in its blessings.  
May Share:

Aorist- undefined as to the progress or the completion of the action
Middle-the subject as acting with reference to himself.

Subjunctive-expresses the idea of probable completion of the action of the verb with the possibility of the action of the verb failing to be completed

2 Timothy 2: 8Remember Jesus Christ (the Messiah), risen from the dead, the offspring of David, AS preached in my gospel, 9for which I am suffering, bound with chains as a criminal. But the word of God is not bound!  10Therefore I endure everything for the sake of THE ELECT, that they also MAY obtain (aorist-active-subjunctive) the salvation that is in Christ Jesus with eternal glory. 
May Obtain: Aorist- undefined as to the progress or the completion of the action. Active- the subject is acting. Subjunctive- expresses the idea of probable completion of the action of the verb with the possibility of the action of the verb failing to be completed. 
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
